Planning Board
 

The Meeting of the Township Planning Board was held on April 26, 2016 at the time of 6:33 PM. 

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Rick Verdecchio who read the Open Public Meeting Act and led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.   

In attendance were:  Chairman Verdecchio, Dave Wright, Ken Dennis, Steve Lopes, Jim Sassi, Larry Basile, John Bibeau, Ed Voyles, Tim Vendetti and Barbara Scafiro.
Absent: Arnie DiTeodoro, Mark Lee and Charles Newton.  
Also in Attendance: Board Solicitor, Kevin Van Hise, Bob Calloway P.E. from Pennoni Engineering and Secretary Freda Earnest
 
Minutes from the meeting of April 12th have not been completed and will be presented at the May 10th meeting.

Chairman Verdecchio announced the appointment of Barbara Scafiro by the Township Committee to replace Alternate number 4, Thomas Gamber.  Ms. Scafiro was then sworn in by Board attorney, Kevin Van Hise 

Technical hearing was held for applicant 2016-01 Chambers CoGeneration L.P.,
Block 185, Lot 1 C-A located 500 Shell Rd, Carneys Point.
Applicant’s attorney, Joseph DiNicola Jr stated that his client wants to build a 576 square foot auxiliary building for contractors to tag in and out and safety training.
The Completeness hearing of the application was approved on March 8, 2016.
Notices were sent to those within 200 feet and notice was also published in the South Jersey Times.  Secretary Earnest confirmed all notices verified.

Mr. Van Hise swore in Dale Boston, of Boston & Seeberger, Professional Engineers, Land Surveyors & Planners.  Also sworn in was Lloyd Warren, Neads Corporation.
Mr. DiNicola asked them to state the purpose of the application.  Mr. Warren said the main purpose was for safety and also training during their outages.  At the outage time, they have many contractors on the site who are required to view the safety video and review the plants safety practices.  The building will also be used as a training center.  This larger tag house will move more people through quickly and more can be trained at a time.
Mr. DiNicola asked if there will be running water or bathrooms in the building; the reply was no, only electricity. 
This project will not cause any added traffic on the plant site.
The plant currently has 40 employees
Mr. DiNicola asked Mr. Boston to elaborate on the drainage issue that the site inspection committee rose.  Mr. Boston described how the water from their site drains into the basins on the Chemours property.  He went over each area on the map.  Any overflows once it leaves their property would be an issue with Chemours. He also stated that the addition of this building will not have any impact on the site drainage.
Mr. DiNicola asked if the parking spaces will be sufficient.  Of the previous 53 parking spaces they have been able to keep 52 spots which meet the required spaces.  They also have two stone parking areas for use during the outages which provides 37 additional spaces.

Mr. DiNicola asked Mr. Warren to address the Committees concern about the Sulfuric Acid Tanks.  Mr. Warren explained that they are very highly regulated by outside agencies and there is a containment area in concrete in the unlikely event of a leakage.  
This larger Tag House does not violate any of their regulated permits.  

At this point, Mr. DiNicola asked if the Board had any further questions.  
Mr. Bibeau asked Mr. Boston how many employees and contractors were on the site at the peak of operation.  Mr. Boston replied there are between 75 and 80 but only full time employees are allowed in the area of the 52 parking spaces.  Contractors must park in the stone parking areas located to the side and leased from Chemours (DuPont) company just as they lease the ground where the plant is located.  He also explained that the stoned parking area was always intended to be used as contractor parking.  Mr. Bibeau asked to see the original approvals.  
He asked Mr. Boston if, in his professional opinion, if the flooding issues on Rte 130 have anything to do with the unused basins.  Mr. DiNicola stated that this is a Chemours issue and the CoGen has no control over the flooding on 130.  

Mr. DiNicola stated that they would be more than willing to provide the approvals but he wanted it noted for the record that this is not within the authority of the Planning Board to make this an issue.  If there is a problem with flooding, the Township needs to take action if they feel there is a violation of the original approvals.

Mr. Lopes asked about the safety of the Sulfuric tanks and if there is a possibility that a leak could get into the river or water supply.  Mr. Warren explained that the unloading evolution is not frequent. The sulfuric as is used for water treatment as the water had to be as pure as possible to of into the cooling turbines which are used to generate steam for the Chemours site.  Burning coal’s off product is sulfuric acid and is monitored by the state and EPA.  

For the record, two more documents were entered as exhibit A1 (revised exception 55 and added tax assessment qualification) and A2 to replace the original site plan page 5 of 7.

Technical hearing was open to public.  No response, closed to public

Motion made to approve Application 2016-01 for Site Plan and the 52 parking spots made by Larry Basile and second by Rick Verdecchio.  Roll call vote taken:

Concerning the re-zoning issues from meeting of April 26th, Attorney Van Hise opened a discussion concerning the Master Plan and a possible amendment to the LI, LI-R and RR2 areas and also addressing the Ordinance descriptions to those zones.  In the last two weeks, he has worked with our Planner, Joe Luste and Attorney David Puma and his client’s planners on the issues.  
Their plan is to present a Rezoning Request Review prepared by Dr. Luste at the May 10th meeting.  Have the Master Plan Amendment ready for the second meeting in May with adoption in June or July.  Mr. Puma was ok with the time frame.  

Mr. Van Hise then went on to explain some of the issues and different zoning regulations for Light Industrial and Light Ind. Redevelopment and then to explain the process of doing an amendment to the Master Plan versus spot zoning.  He also suggested that the Ordinances be written with the proper descriptions for each area.

It was agreed by the Board that the applicant be asked to pay some of the cost of the Master Plan Amendment.
